In numerous passages of scripture, the analogy of 

shepherds and sheep is used, with God and Jesus in 

the shepherdôs role and Jesus and us in the lambôs 

role.  Why were shepherds and sheep selected    

instead of some other animal?   

 

I have heard it said that being compared to sheep is 

not a compliment because sheep are stupid.  Are 

sheep stupid?  I pondered this for years.             

Personally, I had never been around any sheep and 

felt that I was in no position to affirm or deny the 

truth of that statement.  However, the idea that God 

thought I was stupid bothered me for these reasons: 

 

1. If we were made in the image of God, how 

could we be stupid? 

2. If God thinks we are stupid, thus unable to 

make right decisions, how can He then hold us 

accountable for making wrong decisions? 

3. Jesus referred to Himself as the Lamb of God, 

and Jesus is not stupid, although some people 

questioned his sanity at times. 

Sheep became a part of my life in June of 2006 

when a cousin gave me a five day old Barbado 

lamb. His birth mother was unable to care for him, 

my cousin worked at a job that required long hours 

and a long commute, and ñHarryò needed a warm 

bottle of milk every three to four hours.  I had the 

time to take care of Harry and he became the love 

of my life.   God used Harry to teach me many 

things about His relationship to us and our      

relationship to each other.   

Harry was the perfect child or grandchild.  He 

stayed right with me.  I stood up, he stood up.  I 

sat down, he sat down, and he followed me 

wherever I went.  I remembered the times my 

three grandchildren suddenly bolted across busy 

parking lots and ran away from me in crowded 

discount stores, leaving me to pray without  

ceasing that they would be found soon and   

without injury.  I did not have these stressful 

situations with Harry.  He had enough sense to 

realize that I was both his provider and his     

protector.  He had the grace to accept the care I 

was giving him without argument or challenge.   
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Harry liked to sit in my lap and gaze into my 

eyes with such love and adoration that I felt 

humbled.  He was content to be in my presence 

and enjoyed my company.  Sheep mirror the 

characteristics God desires in us.  Through 

Harry I learned  that for us to be good sheep, 

all we have to do is acknowledge,  accept, and 

appreciate Godôs ability to provide what we 

need.   

Jesus refers to Himself as the Good Shepherd 

who cares for the sheep.  Caring for Harry 

taught me about being a good shepherd.  The 

role of a shepherd is  defined in I Peter 5:2 

which says, ñShepherds are to serve as      

overseers willingly, eagerly, and not for       

dishonest gain.ò  

 

Three years ago I was attending a prayer 

meeting and one of my friends mentioned a 

need.  One of the children she had sponsored 

through God Loves Kids was now twenty-five 

years old and needed financial help          

completing her last two years of college to   

become a teacher.  When I learned how little 

it would cost me per month to help this young 

woman receive her degree, I was grateful for 

the opportunity to be her shepherd.  She has 

graduated and attained a good job.  I could not 

be more proud of her had I been her birth 

mother!  Since then, God has graciously     

allowed me to shepherd a few others.  If you 

are a sponsor, you are a good shepherd to 

those in your care.
